Open Space PRECINCT: 
 Tibbereena Street (part Newell Hwy) bounded by Killarney and Bowen Streets 
 
CURRENT CHARACTER: 
The Open Space Precinct is an interesting and important CBD area with a mix of commercial, recreational 
and community uses.  Key recreational and community uses include: Crossing Theatre, Narrabri Visitor 
Information Centre, Leitch Oval, Clock Tower, Skate Park, Hogan Park, Collins Park and the Narrabri 
Swimming Pool.  These open space and community uses are framed by the Narrabri Creek which provides 
an attractive natural setting for these important uses. 
 
The Danger Street Bridge over Narrabri Creek is a pedestrian pinch point into the Narrabri CBD from 
the West. 
 

DESIRED FUTURE CHARACTER: 
The Open Space Precinct will be maintained as a key community open space and recreation area, with 
close proximity to the Core CBD of Narrabri.  Safer pedestrian access to the Commercial area of 
Narrabri across the Newell Hwy will be provided and tourists and locals alike enjoy using the riverside 
area & community facilities.  Side street tree plantings have improved the visual appearance of this area 
and overall pedestrian amenity. The intersection of Doyle Street with Tibbereena Street has been 
reinforced as a key CBD entry point.

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7.0 Proposals for Action 
 

The following Masterplan proposals are recommended to Narrabri Shire Council and the Narrabri Community.  The proposals for action that have been broken down 

into three key work areas for ease of reference, being Traffic and Parking, Landscaping and Town Planning, as detailed below.   Of course in reality some of these 

proposals will overlap with others.  In addition, recommendations are made regarding ongoing Implementation, Review and Administration of this Masterplan, which is 

vital to future success.  A Council agreed Priority Works table is included upfront in this Chapter to provide a summary of key proposals for action. 

 

All proposals for action are based on the community’s vision for their CBD and on the key planning principles and objectives set out in Chapter 5 of this Masterplan. The 

Masterplan vision is detailed at Chapter 4 of this Masterplan (Volume 1) document. The desired future character of each Precinct within the Masterplan study area has 

also been very influential in determining appropriate proposals for action.   Desired Future Character Statements for each Precinct within the CBD are included at 

Chapter 6.  

 

A detailed analysis of the study area has been undertaken to inform the Masterplan and which findings have had a major bearing on the proposals for action.  The CBD 

study area review and project analysis component, together with key identified constraints and opportunities are detailed in Volume 2 of the Masterplan documentation.  

 

Attachment 1 of this report contains the Masterplan details in A3 format.  Due to the small scale of some documents, a result of the size of the study area, key areas of 

recommendation have also been highlighted with a plan detail as considered appropriate to illustrate the relevant proposals below.
